HOMEWORK

Homework is an integral part of the school progrdhis designed to supplement,
complement, and reinforce classroom teaching amdnileg. Since individual differences cause student
performance to vary greatly, it is impossible to"dct time limits on the amount of homework givelf a child,
working steadily, cannot complete the work in essoeble amount of time, the parent and teacherdinoeet to
discuss the problem.

Since each student is expected to complete alelvark assignments, failure to do so will alter shedent's
grade for the term. Parents are encouraged toaalactive interest in homework assignments inraieletect
problems in understanding, but shoNI@T feel free to excuse a child from doing homeworkrder that he or she
may attend a party, a game/practice, or any otberlsevent. Participation in sports and otheraextrricular
activities is encouraged, but should not interigin schoolwork. These afternoon activities aré excuses for
inadequate preparation for class. Parents shtiitg $0 balance a child's activities to providdfisient study time
as well as time for leisure and family activities.

Detention for
primary students will be held on Thursdays fron033330. Supervision of detention is rotated amibwegteachers.
Detentions may be postpon@®®NLY with the principal's or assistant principal’'s pessimon.

Lunch Detention - Lunch detention will be held during the studemégular lunch wave. Students will sit at a
designated table in the cafeteria under the supernvof a teacher. Students will eat in silence il return to
their classroom with the teacher.

Saturday School- Saturday school will be held one Saturday penttmérom 8:00 — 11:00. Students with chronic
behavior problems will attend Saturday school. d8tis who do not report to Saturday School wilsbspended
from the school the following week for three days.

Exclusion— Students will be placed on exclusion for the folloimg reasons:

1. Three detentions in one semester
2. Any outstanding detention
3. After serving an out of school suspension

Students on exclusion may not attend field tripscgl events/programs, or participate in out-afexm days.
Exclusion will be for 20 school days. A fourti"j4detention earns an additional 10-day exclusiahattendance
at Saturday school. Additional detentions will jpgba student to extended exclusion, in-houseesisspn, or out-
of-school detention. The principal will determithe appropriate consequence.

In-School Suspension A student who receives in-school suspension mgithain at school, but will be isolated
from his/her classmates during the suspension ghe@oedit will be given for work completed during-school
suspension.

Out-of-School Suspension A student who is suspended from school will m@tallowed on campus during school
hours or participate in any school activities. @aference will be held with the student, parentsl #ae principal
upon the return to school. Students will not reeeiny credit for work missed during a suspensiohis includes
tests, projects, classwork, and homework. Studehtsare suspended will be placed on behavior piwbéor a
period to be determined by the principal.

Behavior Probation -A student may be placed on behavior probationrasut of repeated and serious disregard of
school rules. The student will not be allowed terad field trips, special events/programs, or pigudite in out-of-
uniform days until behavioral probation is compiet€he principal determines length of probation.
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Expulsion - Expulsion is removal of the student from Cor@imsisti School. A final appeal may be made in wugti
to the Superintendent of Catholic Schools withirda@s of notification of expulsion. Appeals mayrbade if there
is a question of procedure or if substantial neWrmation is available. The written request mustlude a
statement giving the specific reason/reasons &afipeal.

Suspension from the school where the violation necushould last to the end of the current scheary The
student may return to his home school at the bagynof the next calendar school year. In the cadexre there
are substantial mitigating circumstances, the gradanay reduce the term of suspension upon caatsudt with

the Superintendent.

Counselor — A kindergarten through eighth grade school celimg program is an integral part to the total
educational process. Student, teacher and pagedsrmust be met in order to facilitate learninthenoptimum
educational environment. Counselors in Cathollwosts enhance the learning environment by providirany
services. Among these are: individual and smallgrcounseling, coordination of school/communityreach,
teacher support, parent support, academic suppadtieostudent, promotion of a healthy Christiarediyle,
coordination of the bullying and sexual harassnoamticulum and coordination of the Archdiocese daflMe’s
Children and Adolescents Protection Program. Iditemh, school counselors are required by law tpore
suspected abuse or neglect.

Finally, school counselors meet the developmental aducational needs of students through classroom
guidance. These needs have been identified by tabama Department of Education. They are personal
development, educational development, social dpweémt and career development. By targeting thesssaof
development, school counselors can help their stsdaeet the demands of school as well as the disradrour
world today. A curriculum to guide counselors ire teducation of their students in the four develamme
components is provided. It is based on the 200daia State Plan for guidance standards and includes
objectives to be met for each component.

Resource Room The Resource program provides assistance trehilvith special learning needs. An elementary
and a junior high resource teacher work closeli wiassroom teachers to provide the optimum legrexperience
for all students. A copy of a current psychologeadilicational evaluation must be on file in theaaffior a child to
receive academic accommodations, such as taking iteshe resource room or extended test taking.tiAn
additional fee is required.
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STUDENT HEALTH GUIDELINES

Health — State law requires that all students must havienaunization Certificate, or an Exemption Cectiie
on file before they can be admitted to school atdicgrto Alabama law. A health record is kept oe fibr each
student. This record contains information aboldrgles and other health problems. The parentldhgudate
records when necessary.

Medication, prescription or non-prescription, is gven to students only with a prescription signed by
a physician. The parent/guardian must supply all mdication with the prescription. Medicines must bdeft
in the Health Room in the original containers, withexplicit written directions for administration. 1t is
important for school personnel to know when childre are placed on medication, or when their medicatio
or dosage is changed.

An emergency notification number must be suppl@duse when the parents cannot be reached. Alsenw
parents are out of town, and a third party is eafar their children, the necessary names andhelep numbers
should be given to the school.

However, there are occasions when this is not plessiThe emergency notification number is therdusdry to
locate the parents or find someone to care focliild until the parents can be reached.

When children do not feel well in the mornif},EASE KEEP THEM AT HOME. While it is admirable that
they would want to "try to make it through the dawey run the risk of possible infection to othefShildren
who have had a fever, vomiting or diarrhea should & kept at home for 24 hours after their temperature
has returned to normal and there is no more vomitig or diarrhea. Students with fever, vomiting or
diarrhea will be sent home.

Health Room - Full time personnel assist students who becdhwr iare injured during the school day. The

Health Room administers all medication. A doctqrsscription is required for all medicine adminiett This
includes both prescription and over-the-counterinatibn.

Peanut Butter/Peanut Products
